Rising Star of the Year

· Showing high standards of professional conduct, integrity and teamwork in employment and voluntary activities.
· Promotion of civil engineering (to general public, young people and/or other professionals).
· Developing a culture of fairness and inclusion, ensuring all teams or members feel valued and included.

Mentor of the Year

Best Project – Large (over £5m)

Best Project – Sustainability

For submitting your entry in this category:
· Explain the project’s effectiveness in minimising environmental harm and making efficient use of natural resources. (200 words)
· Explain the use of innovative and forward-thinking design principles that enhance the project’s sustainability and resilience. (200 words)
· Describe the project’s commitment to sustainability over its entire lifecycle - from design and construction through to operation, maintenance, and eventual decommissioning. (200 words)
· How did the projects adhere to industry standards – could cover local and national sustainability guidelines. (200 words)
· Share examples of how the project improved lives of the community through improved infrastructure, enhanced quality of life, or economic development etc. You can also include metrics that demonstrate social value, such as job creation or community well-being indicators. (200 words)
· Describe the project’s contribution to the well-being and sustainability of the local community, including its positive social impact, if any. (200 words)


Best Project – Innovation 
What it’s about: Rewarding ground-breaking developments in products, materials and ways of working which changes future practices.
Outline the project's objectives, scope, and the challenges it aimed to address. (400 words)
For submitting your entry in this category:
· Share examples from this project wherein you used innovative solutions to address challenges in the field of civil engineering. It can be based on technology, materials, or processes that set it apart from the conventional approach. (200 words)
· Provide evidence of the project's positive impact on the civil engineering sector. It can be through improved efficiency, cost-effectiveness, or sustainability. (200 words) 
· Highlight ways in which the project contributed to sustainable practices that minimised environmental impact, i.e. making it more energy efficient etc. (200 words)
· Share testimonials, case studies, or data that demonstrate the impact and effectiveness of the innovation. (200 words)
· Describe how the innovation implemented can be replicated or adapted for future projects. (200 words)

Best Project – Asset Resilience
What it’s about: Highlight a project's effectiveness in preserving infrastructure against climate challenges, ensuring safety, optimising efficiency, and its contribution to the long-term sustainability of the asset portfolio.
Outline the project's objectives, scope, and the challenges it aimed to address. (400 words)
For submitting your entry in this category:
· Explain the project’s effectiveness in extending lifespan of the infrastructure and ensuring it remains in good working condition for the long term (200 words)
· Describe the innovative methods, tools, or technologies used to perform the maintenance efficiently while minimising disruption and improving outcomes. (200 words)


· How has the work undertaken contributed to enhancing safety for users, workers, and the surrounding environment, while reducing potential risks. (200 words)
· How did you efficiently use financial and material resources to achieve cost savings while maintaining or improving the asset. (200 words)
· Highlight the environmentally sustainable practices implemented during the maintenance project to reduce environmental impact and promote sustainability. (200 words)

Team of the Year
What it’s about: Recognising a team that collaborated and showcased excellence in project management
Outline the project's objectives, scope, and the challenges it aimed to address. (400 words)
For submitting your entry in this category:
· Project Overview or initiative that the team worked on. Outline the project's objectives, scope, and the challenges it aimed to address. (400 words)
· Showcase creative solutions that the team implemented during the project. You can highlight any unique contributions that set the project apart. (200 words)
