Important information 
The sponsor’s role
This form is to be used if supporting a candidate applying for professionally qualified membership of ICE via a mutual recognition agreement, , or by recognition of an existing Engineering Council registration.
If you are supporting a candidate applying for an Incorporated Professional Review (IPR), Chartered Professional Review (CPR), Chartered Professional Review Progressive (CPRP) or the Technical Report Route (TRR), then you should use this form instead.  
The statement of support is an important part of a candidate’s application for ICE membership. Please take the responsibility seriously. In order to provide an effective statement of support you must know the candidate professionally, understand the attributes required of the applicant, and how they have met them.
The overriding duty of all sponsors is to declare on the statement of support that:
“The candidate is a fit and proper person for admission to membership”.
Sponsor requirements
All applications for professionally qualified membership must be supported by two sponsors. Sponsors must understand the requirements of the Recognition process and the member attributes for the grade the candidate has applied for. 
All sponsors must be professionally qualified and registered at the equivalent grade of membership, or above, to that which the candidate is applying for. This protects the values and standards of ICE and your profession.
All candidates must nominate one of their sponsors as the lead sponsor. For candidates applying for recognition, the lead sponsor does not have to be an ICE member.  At least one of the sponsors must be an ICE Member or Fellow, while the other sponsor must be either an ICE Member or Fellow or a professionally qualified engineer from one of the professional bodies listed in the table below.
Lead sponsor
The lead sponsor must complete all section of this form, and provide a statement of support of no more than 500 words describing from personal knowledge that the candidate possesses the requisite abilities and characteristics and is a fit and proper person for admission to membership of the ICE.
The lead sponsor must also review and scrutinize the candidate’s submission and be happy that it demonstrates all the attributes. It is expected that you will provide advice during their preparation which would include advice on their submission, and if they require an interview on their presentation and the provision of practice interviews. 
Second sponsor
The second sponsor must confirm, by provision of their signature, that from personal knowledge the candidate possesses the requisite abilities and characteristics for the grade they are applying for and that they are a fit and proper person for admission to membership of the ICE. If you wish you can also provide a statement of up to 500 words, but this is not mandatory.


Member attributes 
All sponsors must be aware of the attributes of the different grades of membership and must be convinced, through direct experience, that the candidate is a fit and proper person to be elected to ICE membership. 
They are listed on the attributes page of our website. All sponsors should read them.
Returning the statement of support
You must complete the sponsor declaration and any statement of support based upon your personal knowledge of the candidate.  
Sponsor forms can be included with the candidate’s application or sent separately as a PDF to erp@ice.org.uk, ensuring that the name and membership number of the candidate is in the subject field.
Post-assessment feedback
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If the Exemption & Recognition Panel finds that a candidate’s evidence varies significantly from the lead sponsor’s comments, we will contact the lead sponsor to provide feedback
