· a chair to lead proceedings (online or in person);

	Chair to provide a session overview: 
· Purpose of roundtable: to answer the question.
· Ground rules: encourage open discussion but ensure that it’s confidential and apply a no-blame culture. You may wish to confine conversations to the room.
· Format: you may wish to split participants into smaller groups, each with sub-chairs filling in their own forms.
· Anything else – e.g. housekeeping, fire alarms, photograph permission.
Chair to clarify terms:
· An ethical dilemma is, for instance, “we’re looking to implement the most sustainable solution but the client doesn’t have the budget for that”.
· “Ethically unacceptable” is something people generally wouldn’t be willing to do because it would contravene their moral standards.
· “Legally unacceptable” is something that would be illegal to do in 2035.

	Chair to ask each participant to discuss their top three responses to the question, facilitating an open dialogue.
